If you are stopped by a police o�  cer and you have 
been drinking, do not forget that you still have 
rights! Do not be afraid to assert your rights.  

DO NOT:

Answer questions about your alcohol 
consumption; where, when, how much, etc. 
Say “I am sorry o�  cer but my attorney told me 
never to answer that question”.

Submit to sobriety testing; one leg stand, walk 
& turn, etc. Say “I am sorry o�  cer but my 
attorney told me never to do these tests”.

Submit to the breath test out on the street. Say 
“I am sorry o�  cer but my attorney told me not 
to do that test”.

ALWAYS:

Be polite; never turn a misdemeanor (like a 
DUI) into a felony by eluding or assaulting an 
o�  cer while resisting. 

Ask for an attorney.

USUALLY:

Assume you will be arrested (you will be 
released soon) and better to have a short arrest 
than a permanent conviction.

Submit to breath or blood test at the police 
station or hospital. However, prior to 
submitting, try to contact an attorney for 
advice specifi c to you.

Try to go to a hospital or doctor for a blood 
test immediately after being released. No need 
to  tell the o�  cer you plan to do this. Go on 
your own.
